Board of Directors
The Board of directors shall consist of up to twenty-one members. Each member is to be selected for knowledge of the educational, cultural, civic, moral, public or other charitable needs of those served by the Foundation, and shall serve without compensation except for payment of reasonable expenses incurred on behalf of the foundation.

The Board shall serve staggered terms, with one-third of the members elected each year, for a three-year term beginning July 1. No person may serve as a Director for more than two (2) complete consecutive three (3) year terms.

As of July 1, 2005, the Board meets on the third Monday of every other month, beginning in July. Failure to attend two (2) consecutive meetings without an excuse acceptable to the Board shall operate as a tender of resignation.

It will be the responsibility of the individual members of the Board to declare any conflict of interest which may influence their vote on any particular question or grant.
Members of the Board of Governors agree to “set the example” for others by making an annual gift to The Carthage Fund, The Joplin Fund, the CCF operating account, or the CCF Operating Endowment Fund, in an amount of at least $250, and by joining The Legacy Society by supporting the local community with a life income trust, insurance policy, or charitable bequest in their will or estate plan.

Members of the Board of Directors are expected to submit the name of at least one prospective donor each year, and to participate in a meeting with that prospect to introduce them to the Community Foundation of Southwest Missouri.
